“Yad LePeah” (NX95 T) is the title of the Hebrew book (143 pages [57s x 834"]) published
nearly fifty years ago in Israel by Rabbi Aharon Feldman (X"0">¥/), the current dean (WX
N2'w'n) of the Ner Israel Rabbinical College (Baltimore, MD). “Yad LePeah” consists of
the mediseval commentary written by Rabbeinu Asher (¥/”X1) on the Mishnaic treatise
Peah (NX9) and the modern commentary on the same treatise by Rabbi A. Feldman.
Commemorating its first (and so far only) printing, the digital edition of this book
has been produced. The fully vowelized Mishnaic treatise Peah is added to it and linked
to the commentaries. The edition also includes a search engine for this “Yad LePeah” version
and internal Hebrew support even for old 9x-ME non-Hebrew Windows (the artwork, fonts,
new introduction, etc. are produced too). All errors found in the first edition are corrected.
Rabbi Feldman has been contented with this work and has said that he is regularly using
the CD to find various subjects in his book.
